She has endured every transformation necessary to achieve the most cost effective and logical way to replenish our warships with fuel, cargo, food, ammo and people while underway at sea using speed and safety. This is history about to be thrown away.

T-AOR-1 has the status of Historic Review and I feel she has nowhere near the value of T-AO105. There are no Navy Oiler Museums. Times are hard but can this ship be saved until it can be memorialized permanently?

AO’s were developed during WWII and improved mostly during the Vietnam Conflict to today’s standard AOE. Mispillion has endured this from her concept to her mooring in the reserve fleet. She was Jumboized to be capable of supporting a whole task force. Before she was lengthened, the oilers moored beside her (the 143’s) were built for that same purpose, support of a task force. One still has steam winches and a rear operation rig that could be transferred to Mispillion. The 143’s are being groomed to be ship reefs off the California coast. You can read oiler development history on the web in “Grey Steel and Black Oil” and view a 1966 Ships Log. page such as page 15 etc.
AO stands for FLEET OILER. Many people still think atomic power has done away the need for oil. This can be true only with the development of Bio-fuel. Oilers will be needed in the future as far as we can see. Perhaps the term oiler will disappear as in T-AKE, but the function will be there.
